Co-teaching is not merely another set of hands in the classroom, but a strategic methodology for supporting inclusive practices.


Common Misconceptions


Teacher gives up control.


Students will be confused


Classroom teacher is always the main teacher


Relation to curricula


Effective co-teaching allows for the integration of interventions within the mainstream classroom. These integrated interventions not only benefit the target students but also all other students in the classroom to various degrees. Our inquiry is therefore generalized to any grade level or subject area.  
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Model D: Multiple groups, teachers both monitor and teach.





Lead teacher and support teacher plan and make decisions together.


Lead teacher conducts the teaching.


Support teacher implements activities for before or after the lesson.


Lead teacher and support teacher assess the students to find out who needs extra help.


Allows us to use alternative methods to re-teach or extend the lesson.





Model E: Whole class, two teachers teach together.








Lead teacher and support teacher make decisions about content and organization of lesson.


Both teachers teach the lesson simultaneously to the whole class.


Both teachers conduct formal teaching.


Both teachers assess the students.


Shared teaching is very powerful to engage the entire class and reach different learning styles.





Co-teaching





Lead teacher models organization of content.


Lead teacher identifies skills of group and strategies used for lesson.


Support teacher assists lead teacher.


Lead teacher conducts the teaching.


Support teacher has a purpose for teaching (classroom management, vocabulary…)


Teaching roles are reversible.


Having two teachers to help individual students is beneficial.








Lead teacher and support teacher divide up the class and lesson content.


Both teachers plan and organize their station activities.


Lead teacher and support teacher use pre-assessment to determine how students are split into the two groups.


This facilitates small group learning and aids individual needs.

Lead teacher and support teacher collaborate to organize the lesson.


Together the teachers come up with strategies for teaching.


Students are divided into two groups.
